The City of Nanaimo, home
of the Centre, is named, by a
typically European process
of aural simplification, after
the local Snuneymuxw First
Nation. Few residents know
that the first name given by
Europeans to this sheltered
harbour on the east coast of
Vancouver  Island  was
“Bocas de Wintuysen.”

Don Francisco Javier de
Winthuysen y Pineda became
the first Captain of the Ferrol

Company of Midshipmen
when it was formed in 1777.
